Choose your target: a coworker, a classmate, a roommate, a friend or family member.
Your goal? Shower them in a cascade of charmingly bizarre compliments throughout the day.
Keep it anonymous. Keep it creative. Keep them joyfully puzzled.

1. Craft Your Confetti:

Whip up a collection of
delightfully quirky
compliments. (see example
compliments below)

Use different formats to keep
things playful:

Handwritten notes, notes
typed in strange fonts, voice
messages in disguised voices,
mini scrolls tied with ribbon or
twine.
